From the Stewards:
	 Our first event is a few weeks away!  Here are 
some reminders from the Steward Team:

•	 	 You must register for races using the number assigned to 
you by the CRA. If you’ve changed your number from prior years, 
make sure Race Registration is aware of the change.

•	 	 The Rider Meeting is mandatory for every racer, each day 
you are racing. Please be respectful. Sometimes the chatter gets 
a little loud and is distracting for others. Questions during the 
meeting are always welcome!

•	 	 Make sure you check your grid spot as soon as the Grids 
are posted. In addition to knowing your grid spot, it’s the only 
way we have to catch any corrections before your race is called. 
Your bike number MUST match the bike number listed on the 
grid sheet. If you find an issue, go to Race Registration right 
away.

•	 	 Check the results. They’re posted at lunch time, during 
Worker Break, and at the end of the day. Protests will only be 
taken for 30 minutes after they’re posted.

•	 	 Transponders: Make sure they’re charged, on your bike, 
and functioning. We will not accept a protest because you forgot 
your transponder.

•	 	 Listen for Calls to Grid. Typically, the 1st Call to Grid is 
made when the white flag is shown in the prior race. 2nd and 
3rd Calls to Grid will typically be every two minutes thereafter.

•	 	 Know the Rulebook! There are changes every year, and 
sometimes you can beat your competition by simply knowing 
and understanding the rulebook!

	 The Volunteer Incentive Committee and Board of 
Directors is implementing a new CRA Volunteer Program! 
Chiefs - watch your official CRA Chief email inbox for an 
email from the Worker Liaison (Lindsay Kieffer) with more 
detailed information.

What this program does:
•	 Converts to a new system based on hours worked.
•	 Establishes Min/Max volunteers for each specialty and 

implements a multiplier within each specialty based on 
specific roles.

•	 Updates rewards to a tier/level system based on 
volunteer roles and hours worked.

•	 Keeps the existing rewards and rebalances distribution. 
•	 Allows volunteer award choices at each tier/level.
•	 Adjusts tier/level to the current costs of the reward.
•	 Adds a Saturday Volunteer dinner (replacing the worker 

raffle) as both an incentive and community building 
activity.  

•	 Adds a compliance and enforcement structure/process 
and identifies the process for reporting and tracking of 
hours.

Volunteer Incentive Program



	 The new CRA volunteer program is based on hours worked.
Rewards are earned at different tiers and are based on 
approximate cost.  Awards will be earned at 100, 200, 300, 400, 
800 and every 400 points thereafter.
	 Volunteers can choose their reward at a particular tier 
from the selection available.  

	 Points are earned at a rate of 1 point per hour worked.  
That means a corner worker who works Friday,  Saturday, and 
Sunday could earn upwards of 24 points a weekend.  Positions 
that have additional responsibilities can earn even more 
points.  Please contact the chief of your specialty for additional 
information on the new points earning structure.
